A recent innovation is aerial 3D
graphics of the maps and the
weather, allowing the presenter
to guide viewers above and
below the clouds across the
country, before opening out to
show the weather predictive
sequence, hour-by-hour, for all
of Britain and Ireland. As well 
as virtual graphics with split
screens, the weather team can
use the Sky News newswall.

When a big story breaks,
Francis and his team offer
analysis and context to natural
disasters and wild weather
across the world.

Francis Wilson, Lisa Burke,
Isobel Lang, Sarah Pennock,
Lucy Verasamy and Jo Wheeler
appear every day at the top and
the bottom of the hour. Viewers
can also find on-demand
weather forecasts via the red
button on Sky News Active, and
a fully interactive, searchable
weather map, with more than
4,500 destinations around the
globe giving 5-day forecasts at
skynews.com

Sky News has an award-winning weather team
led by forecaster Francis Wilson, an innovator in
the field of weather prediction. Sky News Weather
was the first to use the predictive sequence, where
weather elements change hour-by-hour, and has
continued to develop its graphics.
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Five News Studio > Five News’ service prides itself on its distinctive take on the day’s news events with                   accurate and engaging reports and quality production.

In February 2008, Five News
re-launched with a new studio,
new look and new face. Five
News with Natasha Kaplinsky, 
a half-hour bulletin at 5pm,
continues Five’s tradition of
bringing viewers bold, original
and trailblazing news
programming. Natasha
Kaplinsky (above) presents 
all the major national and
international stories of the 
day, with a particular focus on
strong human interest items.
The tone is authoritative, yet
relatively informal.

A new, contemporary studio
creates a warmer, friendlier
and more intimate feel.
The lunchtime show at 1230
is a round-up of that day’s 
news so far, along with showbiz
chat and topical consumer 
and lifestyle items. Matt Barbet
and Helen Fospero are part of
the main week day presenting
line-up. Hourly bulletins help
keep viewers updated
throughout the evening from
Monday to Friday and there are
early evening reports over the

weekend. Your News, the
citizen journalism strand
introduced in November 2006,
remains integral to the flagship
bulletins and users of
five.tv/news can watch viewer
contributions again, as well as
the best of five news.

Five News launched two days
earlier than planned to cover 
the Asian Tsunami. Since then 
it has broadcast a rare interview
with President Mugabe of
Zimbabwe, produced Gordon
Brown Meets the Ten Year 
Olds (right) to mark ten years 
of channel Five and carried 
out special investigations on
subjects ranging from the
dangers posed by banned
drivers behind the wheel and
child labour in Bangladesh,
to organised gangs stealing 
charity bags and the dark 
world of virtual paedophiles. 

Since January 2005, Sky News has been producing
channel Five’s news bulletins. Broadcasting from a
studio within Sky News’ state-of-the-art centre,
five news has unrestricted access to Sky News’
resources and has delivered a string of exclusives, 
firsts and headline-grabbing reports.

It airs weeknights between
6.25 and 7.25 and is broadcast
from Sky’s West London
studios. The first show, in
September 2009, kicked off in
style with an exclusive studio
chat with Katie Price and has
since has kept up the high
energy interviews with guests
including Mariah Carey, Robert
Pattinson and Zac Effron.
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
